    Sumerian Achievement Model Project  
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Assignment

After reading Ch. 3, Sec. 3 (Sumerian Achievements, pgs. 65 – 69) and completing the graphic organizer given to you in class, you and your partner will chose an achievement to research, either from the text or from an Internet search.  You will then create a model of that achievement that you and your partner will present to the class.  A “Gallery Walk” will follow presentations.  

**Note**  If you do an Internet search to identify another Sumerian achievement that is not mentioned in our text, be sure to use Safe Search for Kids https://www.safesearchkids.com/google-kids/#.XBRiOfx7ns0  You should also include the words “Sumer,” “Sumerian,” and “ancient” as part of your search terms.  For example, you might search “ancient Sumerian achievements” or “ancient Sumerian inventions” or “ancient Sumerian arts” or “ancient Sumerian tools” or “ancient Sumerian games”, etc.  Whatever achievement you decide upon must have originated in Sumer (including the city-states of Ur, Uruk, Kish, etc.).
Process

 A.  Once you and your partner have identified an achievement, use the Internet to

      research that achievement.  Again, be sure to use Safe Search for Kids
      https://www.safesearchkids.com/google-kids/#.XBRiOfx7ns0  You will want to discover 
      answers to these questions (and others you may have!):  

         1.  Why was the achievement invented?  

         2.  What was its purpose? 

         3.  How was it used?  

         4.  What is it made of?  

         5.  Did most people use this achievement or was it used by only some people?  If 

              it was used by only some people, who were they and why only them?

         6.  Is your achievement still in use today?

 B.  Create a model of your achievement to present to the class. You may use any materials you
       wish (paper, cardboard, air-dry clay, 3D printer, etc.). The size of your model is up to you, 
       but it should be at least 6 in. x 6 in.  One class period will be used for creating your model.  

       You and your partner can also work on it in my classroom after school or at home.

 C.  Completed models will be presented as follows:  

               Wednesday, Dec. 19 - Periods 2, 3, & 5; Thursday, Dec. 20 - Periods 6 & 7. 

      You will NOT have time to complete your models on the days they are to be presented.  

      You must come to class with your model completed and ready to be presented.
Presentations and Gallery Walk

You and your partner will act as “museum guides.”  You will present your model and share with us the information you learned about it through your research.

After all of the presentations are complete, the models will be set up around the classroom.  Similar to visiting a museum, you will all have the opportunity to do a “Gallery Walk” around the classroom and see, up close, the amazing work your classmates (and you) did on each model!
